BOSTON, June 4—Art Johnson,

rookie southpaw, dropped the Car-
dinals down into second place today
by holding them to nine scattered
hits as the Braves belted Harry
Gumbert for a 42 victory. It was
Gumbert's first setback in five
starts since St. Louis obtained him

irom the Giants.
Boston scored twice in the first

inning after filling the bases on a
single and two errors. Sebby Sist
tallied the first counter on Eddie
Miller'a fly to left and Johnny
Cooney romped in from third when
Carvel Rowell connected safely.

Run Scored on Double Fiay

Rowell scored from third in the
fourth inning as Phil Masi drove
into a double play, and the Braves
collected their final run in the sev-
enth when Max West drove in
Cooney from second base. The
Braves pounded Gumbert for eleven
hits, three by Rowell, who tripled
with none on and two out In the
sixth and was stranded as Masi
grounded out.

While dropping out of a first-
place tie with the idle Dodgers, the
Cardinals were shut out until the
=ixth, when, with two out, Enos
Slaughter beat out a bunt. Rookie
Crespi then doubled to left and
Slaughter scored on Waest's feeble
throw to the plate.

With the throw-in, Crespi raced
from second and, trying to round
third, collided with Sisti. The latter
was charged with interference and
the runner was waved home, to pro-
vide the Cards with their other run.

Pitcher Starts Poorly

Johnson. who had won two of his
previous three starts, got under way
in Tagged fashion, but slick fielding
by his infield pulled him out of his
early holes. He gave nine hits, the
only other one after the sixth being
Crespi's second two-bagger in the
ninth, when the Cardinals" last
threat was extinguished by the
Braves’ third twin killing,

Lee yielded no more
than one hit in any single inning,
walked two batters and struck out
five,

mer Athletics with the White Sox,
doubled in the second inning, went
to third on an infield out and
scored on Myril Hoag's long fly to
center,

The Sox added two more in the
third, Lee opening with a single.
Don Xolloway sacrificed him to
second and Appling flied out, but
Joe KXuhel doubled Lee home.
Kuhel then went home on Taft
Wright's single.

Les McCrabb set the Sox down
in the next two innings, but Lodi-
giani's single, 2 walk and two in-
field outs produced a run in the
sixth.

Kolloway started the seventh
with a double and Appling walked.

Luke Sewell Browns’ New Pilot,
Succeeding Haney at Helm Today

Indians’ Coach Signs to Manage St. Louis for

Remainder of Season and All of 1942
—Terms Not Disclosed

ST. LOUIS, June 4 (A—President
Don Barnes of the Browns an-

nounced tonight Fred Haney was
being replaced as manager of the

elub by Luke Sewell, Cleveland
coach. Sewell will take charge of
the team tomorrow.

He was signed to a contract cover-
ing the remainder of this season and
all of next vear, Barnes said. Terms
of the contract were not disclosed.

Sewell, veteran American League
catcher, arrived in 8t. Louis this
morning and the deal was concluded
at a late afternoon conference.
Haney made no announcement of

his plans.
Although a change of managers

had been rumored for some time,
the announcement—Barnes notified
the press himself—came as some-
what of a surprise less than two
hours afier the Browns had won
their second straight game from
Washington to move out of the
cellar into seventh place.

Neither Barnes nor Sewell indi-
cated there would be any changes
in the coaching staff.

“1 plan no revolutionary
changes,’” Sewell commented, ‘‘and
that goes for the coaches as well
as the players.”

Haney Appointed In 1939

Barnes was enthusiastic in his
praise of the new manager. ""Some-
thing had to be done the way things
were going,"" he said, ‘“‘and 1 be-
lieve we got the right man."”

“I'm glad to see a fellow like
Sewell get the job and I'll bet the
Browns wind up in fourth or fifth
place,” Haney said.

Thus Haney approached the pres-
ent season with the bhrightest pros-
pects in wears. Midwinter deals
brought in veteran pitchers Denny
Galehouse. Fritz Ostermueller,
Johnny Allen and George Caster.
The minors delivered Bob Munecrief.

Pitching, said Haney, would lift
the Browns to the first division, but
it failed. When the pitching was
good the hitting was terrible, and
vice versa.

A former third baseman, Haney
ended his active playing career with
Hollywood of the Pacific Coast
League and became manager of
Toledo in the American Association
in 1935. He came to the Browns
from Toledo.

Bradley FPraises Luke

CLEVELAND, June 4 (P—Alva
Bradley, president of the Indians,
tonight expressed regret at. the loss
af Coach Luke Sewell, and added
he felt sure the former catcher
would “make good'’ as manager of
the Browns. Bradley said he had
given permission to the Browns to
deal with Sewell before Luke went
to St. Louis last night,

“I would have preferred that
Luke stay on here indefinitely,”
Eradley said, “but I teold him I
wouldn't stand in his way if he be-
lieved the PBrowns' proposition
offered a chance to better himself.
He is a fine young man and a smart
one, and I believe he will make a
good manager.”’

Roger Peckinpaugh,
manager, commented:

I wish Luke the best of luck. He
has been an invaluable lieutenant
to me and I'm going to miss him,
but I'm glad he has got the chance
to do what he wants to do."

Neither Bradley nor Peckinpaugh
was able to say immediately who
would replace Sewell.

Sewell broke into organized base-
ball with the Indians in 1921, direct-
ly from the University of Alabama
campus. Except for a few weeks
that Summer with Columbus of the
American Association he has been
in the major leagues since.

He was Cleveland’'s first-string
catcher until 1933, when he was
traded to Washington for Catcher
Roy Spencer. He went to the White
Sox in 1935 and stayed until re-
leased at the close of the 1938 sea-
SOn.

After being hired and released by
the Dodgers, he rejoined the Tribe
as a player-coach and caught a few
games in 1939. He has been oif the
active list since.

FUNERAL SERVICE
FOR GEHRIG IS HELD

Relatives, Friends, Associates
Present at Simple Rites
in Riverdale Church

HARRIDGE, FRICK ATTEND

McCarthy, Di’bkey, Barrow
Among Others at Ceremony
—Hundreds Stand in Rain

The funeral service for Lou Geh-
rig yesterday was as simple and
ags modest as the man in whose
memory it was held. Not more than
a hundred intimates of one of base-
ball’s immortals—relatives, friends
and associates—were in the flower-
banked Christ Church in Riverdale
for a last farewell to the renowned
Iron Horse.

Ruin pattered down on the ivy-
covered church as the Rev. Gerald
VvV, Barry read the Episcopal serv-
ice for the dead. Near the end the
minister paused to say that there
would be no eulogy, at the request
of Gehrig's family. Then he added
a single sentence that was a eulogy
itzelf, *“We need none because yYou
all knew him.”

Tha ceremony in the church
lasted no more than eight minutes.

Then the mehogany coffin, with
its blanket of red roses, was carried
to the hearse and finally to the
Fresh Pond Crematory at Middle
Village in Queens,

An Affecting Ceremony

T.ou Gehrig is gone but not many
who witnessed the simple but af-
fecting service will forget it. Eyes
were misty and throats choked be-
cause the persons in the church
were those closest to the departed
diamond ace.

The eyeg of Bill Dickey, Yankee
catcher and GGehrig's room-mate
when Lou was with the team, were

moist throughout. But the most
surprising display came from BRill
Terry, manager of the Giants.
Terry, supposedly unsentimental,
choked up as the coffin passed him
and had to brush away tears.

The little cross-shaped church was
just about half filled during the
service., Charlie McManus, super-
intendent of the Yankee Stadium,
had stationed himself outside to in-
dicate to the police guard who were
to zain admittance.

Hundreds stood in the rain on
the outer driveway of the Henry
Hudson Parkway before and after
the ceremony. This was strictly
a private funeral, the public hav-
ing had its chance to view the bod
when it lay in state in the church
the night before.

Parente Arrive First

The coffin had been moved out
from the altar rail into the aisle
yvesterday morning. Lou’s mother
and father, Mr. and Mrs. Henry

Gehrig, were the first members of
hiz family to arrive in the chureh
and they took their places in a front
pE‘W".

At the stroke of 10, the Rev. Mr,
Barry, flanked by two altar boys,

left the sacristy. Then eame the
honorary pallbearers—Dickey, Man-

ager Joe McCarthy of the Yankees,
Deputy Mayor Rufus E. McGahen,
representing Mayor La Guardia:
Deputy Police Commissioner Fran-
ciz J. Kear, Parole Commissioners
John C, Maher and Mary Fraschi,
John Kieran, Dr. Caldwell B. Essel-
styn, Andy Coakley, Lou's baseball
coach at Columbia, and Bill Robin-
son, the tap dancer.

Mrs. Eleanor Gehrig, the widow,

came next on the arm of her

brother, Bud Twitchell of Chicago,
with her mother following. They
took places in the same pew with
Lou’s parents.

Only the immediate family of the
baseball immortal went to the

erematory. It required four cars
to transport the [floral offerings

there. Although Lou's ashes will
be turned over to his widow, noth-
ing was revealed of their final dis-
position.

Landis Is Represented

Among those in the church for
the service were Will Harridge,

president of the American League;
Ford Frick, president of the Na-
tional League; Leslie O’'Connor,
representing Kenesaw Mountain
Landis, commissioner of baseball;
Edward Grant Barrow, president of
the Yankees; George Ruppert, the
club's vice president; Albert Bren-
nan, secretary; Byron Clark, one

of the trustees of the Ruppert es-
tate, and George Weiss, head of

the Yankee farm chain.

Terry and Secretary Eddie Bran-
nick represented the Giants. Tom-
my Richardson was there as presi-
dent of the Eastern League, 1n
which Gehrig’s professional start
was made. Eddie Collins, general
manager of the Boston Red Sox,
was on hand. Mrs. Joe McCarthy
came down from Buffalo for the fu-
neral. Mrs. Joe DiMaggio and Mrs,
Lefty Gomez also attended. Frank
and Joe Steveng of the catering
family were present as were twenty
members of the New York Chapter
of the Baseball Writers Association.

The youngest person in the church
wag Timmy Sullivan, the Yankee
batboy. Gehrig had been one of
his idels, too.
